
Take the opportunity to watch 
on OCMC’s YouTube Channel. In this 5 minute video clip, your students will meet the Jones 
Family and get an inside look into the Tonga Mission at St. George Greek Orthodox Church.  

Ask what they think of the landscape, Church, the chanting, the language, the work of each 
family member, where they pray, etc. Discuss how the Tonga Mission may be similar to or 
different from their own Church and experiences. Visit the page (

You can point out the time zones, that this is the “fi rst” time zone, where each day starts 
for the world. . Also try viewing Tonga from

Explain that during Holy Week on Holy Thursday, Jesus washed the feet of His disciples 
to prepare them to serve others with humility. Like Holy Thursday, wash the feet of your 
students while reciting the Beautiful Feet verse (Rom. 10:15).

Explore ways your class can be ‘beautiful feet’ in your community. Are there any service 
projects the class can volunteer for together? 

Ideas may include participating in a kids’ literacy program, becoming foreign language 
buddies, organzing a cleanup at a local park, volunteering at a food pantry, and much more. 
Whatever option they choose, pray for an opportunity to explain how they can impart the 
blessing of Christ’s love as Orthodox Christians in their community.

Have the class write letters to the Jones family and children. Collect and scan the letters.
